1. Barry Aarons, the Aarons Company: Presentation on 2016 Legislative Session Wrap-up.

2. Doyel Shamley, Natural Resources Liaison: Update on the Apache County stewardship work on
thinning and wildfire protection in Alpine.

3. Community Development: Discussion, consideration and possible approval of a Reversion to
Acreage application allowing Robert M. & Linda S. Conant to revert part of Tal-WI-WI in the Pines,
lots 26 & 27 back to acreage. Property is located near Alpine, parcel 101-54-063 and 064. The
Planning and Zoning Commission approved the application unanimously. This item was tabled from
the previous meeting when the public hearing was held.
