ARIZONA, DECLARING STAGE II FIRE RESTRICTIONS DUE TO SEVERE
TEMPERATURES AND EXTREME FIRE DANGER

WHEREAS, Apache County Board of Supervisors has previously enacted Ordinance 2018-03
establishing the Apache County Outdoor Fire Ordinance detailing restrictions and punishments in
certain situations of high fire danger, and;

WHEREAS, Apache County has a legal and ethical obligation to protect the health, safety and
welfare of the citizens of Apache County, and;

WHEREAS, the people, lands, infrastructure and economic activities within the boundaries of
Apache County are under imminent threat from wildfire due to strong winds, relatively high
temperatures and extremely dry conditions, and;

WHEREAS, the threat of such fires serves as a detriment of the County’s residents’ health, safety,
welfare and economic well-being;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that, effective May 4, 2018 at 12:01 a.m., the Board
of Supervisors of Apache County, Arizona, does hereby establish Stage Il Fire Restrictions as
defined in Apache County Ordinance 2018-03, with the obligations and sanctions established
therein.
