Nurse's Corner

Hamden Public Schools and St. Rita School will now be
following the new respiratory virus guidelines set forth by the
CDC and our local health department.

COVID will now fall into the same category as the flu and RSV
as a respiratory virus.




If your child develops symptoms of a respiratory virus (cough,
fever, runny nose , congestion, fatigue), they should stay home
until they are fever free for 24 hours without the use of
medication and their symptoms are improving.

Medication reminder:

Please do not send medication into school with your child. This
includes any Over The Counter medication (Advil, Tylenol,
Midol, cold medicine, allergy medicine, etc).
