New Student Orientation

Individual orientation visits for new students will be offered September 3 and 4. Starting
preschool is a big step. A one-on-one visit helps ease the transition for both children and parents.

Early Bird

Early Bird (8:15-9:00 a.m.) offers an easy start to the school day. Children have time to settle
in, socialize with friends, play in the Train Station, and participate in crafts. With ample
supervision, Early Bird helps children transition smoothly into their school day while offering
convenience for families. We welcome drop-ins and require a $20 fee per visit.

Enrichment with Lunch Bunch

Enrichment with Lunch Bunch (12:00-2:30 p.m.) provides children with the perfect
opportunity to build friendships, explore new interests, and gain confidence in an engaging
environment. Ask any child who has attended, and they'll happily tell you how much

they LOVE it! Children are welcome to attend on a drop-in basis for $50 per visit. If your child
isn't quite ready to stay until 2:30 p.m., an earlier pick-up is always an option.
