There’s nothing like the unique relationship between a parent and child. But did you know that
strengthening your bond at an early age helps a child develop crucial social skills? To bond with



your infant or toddler, make sure to talk with
your child, especially as you go about your
daily tasks like changing their diaper or giving
them snacks. Pause to give them to time to
respond, and you can hear them progress
from making sounds to forming words and
phrases.

﻿You can bond with your preschool-age
child by making them feel seen and heard.
Offer them a warm greeting and an encouraging goodbye. Ask them about their day and
remember details about their lives so that they know they are valued.
