There are several students who walk/bike to school daily taking advantage of our recently painted crosswalks and school staff crossing guards. 

Our students have daily opportunities for recess before and after school on well maintained equipment and grounds which are inspected weekly. 

	Text3: Although students have free access to drinking water throughout campus all day the exterior fountains remain turned off until the filtration plant construction is completed. Students are encouraged to bring their water bottles to recess and outdoor activities until the filtration system is operational. 

Better tracking of attendance & participation in after school sports will help monitor additional physical activity goals for students. 
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
